RECYCLING — CURBSIDE PROGRAM

GLASS Includes:

Clear, green and brown glass.

Note: Please rinse. Labels do not have to be removed.
Remove all lids because they are usually metal.

CANS Includes:

Aluminum, tin & bi-metal cans.

Note:

Drain & crush to save space.

Does not include foil trays, scrap aluminum or foil.

PLASTIC Includes:

Plastic marked #1 thru #7

Note: Rinse. Leave labels on.

Remove all lids. Crush to save space.

Does not include plastic wrap, plastic bags, or packaging.

PAPER & CARDBOARD Includes:

Newspaper, magazines, telephone books,

junk mail, food boxes, office paper and cardboard
boxes/packing material.

Note: Clean cardboard is recyclable, pizza boxes
cannot be recycled.

If you have large boxes please break them down to
a approx. 4’ X 4’ size, apparently this makes it better
to process for recycling.

YARD WASTE CURBSIDE RECYCLING PROGRAM

Curbside Pick-up Program: Beginning April to the end of September.

Pick up every Monday (Tuesday following a holiday).
ALL YARD WASTE MUST BE CURBSIDE BY 7:30AM.

Items put out after pickup has occurred on your street will not be picked up until the following week.
Items must be in ﬁaper bags or bundled, no Iarﬁer than 4 foot lengths. Do not use tape to close your bags.
Bags cannot weigh more than 50 Ibs. Overweight bags will be left at curbside.

ACCEPTABLE MATERIALS — Grass/bush clippings, discarded plants, leaves, small branches and twigs.
NO plastic, glass, or metal.

NO wire or chains are to be used for bundles.

ABSOLUTELY NO rocks, construction material, animal waste, clumps of grass with dirt, anything other
than yard waste. Bags containing these will be left at curbside.

During these months, no grass clippings or other yard waste will be allowed in regular trash.

Outside of this timeframe all yard waste must be brought to the Borough Hall yard waste
recycling facility. Only yard waste and brown paper bags are permitted in the yard waste dumpster.
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2023 TRASH INFORMATION

TRASH PICKUP—WEDNESDAYS

Regular Trash Collection: Picked up every Wednesday.

Bulk Item Collection: One large item allowed the 2™ Wed. of each month.
Mattresses must be contained in a plastic mattress bag.

Holiday Collection: Trash pickup day moves to Thursday, week of Memorial Day, July 4™ & Labor Day.
Summer - Additional Collection: Trash can also be picked up on Saturday. Only months of July, Aug, & Sept.

(NO large a',?pliances, concrete, electronic waste or large construction debris)

In order to avoid missed pick up, please place your containers curbside the night before.

TRASH COLLECTION RULES
Trash shall be placed curbside. Trash may be put out the night before the scheduled pick up day.
If bags are used, tie top securely. If cans are used, they must have lids.
Each property unit is allowed (4) 30-gallon containers or bags.

Excess trash disposal, as a result of moving or other reasons will be coordinated by the resident and trash company.
Fee set by the trash company, and picked up on a different date other than regular Borough collections.

One bulk item per month per household, to be picked up the 2™ Wednesday of the month, will be permitted.
ABSOLUTELY NO APPLIANCES, ELECTRONICS, TIRES, RAILROAD TIES OR PROPANE TANKS WILL BE COLLECTED.
Mattresses must be contained in a plastic mattress bag.

NO glass, tin, metal cans, plastics, cardboard or paper which is collected in regular recycling will be allowed.

NO yard waste is to be included with trash. It must be recycled through the yard waste pick up program or taken to
the yard waste container at the borough hall.

NO containers weighing more than 50 Ibs. will be picked up.
NO rocks, brick, concrete or construction materials will be collected.

NO containers marked as recyclables will be picked up by the trash hauler and no containers for trash will be picked up
by the recycling hauler.

NO hazardous waste or electronics are permitted.
Borough reserves the right to inspect trash for recyclables.

Trash bills must be paid even if living units are not occupied.
